JOHNS CREEK NEWS:
City considering property tax millage rate 
for 2009
The City of Johns Creek is currently in the process of establishing its 2009 millage rate. 

Each year the Fulton County Board of Tax Assessors is required to review the assessed value for property tax purposes of taxable property in the county. When the trend of prices on properties that have recently sold in the county indicated there has been an increase in the fair market value of any specific property, the Board of Tax Assessors is required by law to re-determine the value of such property and adjust the assessment. 

As a result of reassessment, the total amount of property tax collected by the city under the current millage rate is expected to decrease by 2%. This decrease does not include additional tax revenue generated by new construction and improvements to property.
